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Distracted Divers - A Real Danger

About 90% of all motorcycle accidents involve. a 4

wheeled vehicle. The vast majority of these acd&leme
caused by the motorist "not seeing" the motorcyBlg. the
question is was the motorist so distracted thay theuld
not have noticed a semi bearing down upon them2omMo
ists driving down the highway when their mind isTen
where else has long been suspected as the leaaliisg of
accidents.

Recently a study by the Virginia Tech Transportatic

Institute has shown how prevalent driver distracii® as a
cause of highway accidents. The Institute equipf8ad
vehicles with video cameras and sensors. The camesse
trained on the driver, the dashboard, and the faowkt rear
of the cars. During the study period of little oeeyear 241
drivers operated the study cars for a total of &l2omillion
miles. Even though the drivers had full knowleddehem
being video-taped, they persisted in doing the mc
incredibly stupid things! The 100 vehicles weredived in
an astounding 82 crashes, 761 near crashes, and
astonishing 8,295 incidents that required evasitiera!
Driver distraction accounted for 80% of thagres

and 65% of the near crashes. It was observed thadrsl
reaching for a moving object, such as a map falliffghe
seat, increased the chance of an accident by %.ti®#ner
actions that increased the risk:

Driving drowsy- 4X

Looking at something or someone outside tt

car- 3. 7X

Reading - 3. 7X

Dialing a cell phone - 3X

Talking on a hand held cell phone - 1.3X
Other common distractions included: dealing witfruly
children, arguing with passengers, horseplay (eahec
prevalent with teenage occupants of the car), gafline
study showed that if a driver took their eyes b# toad for
more than two seconds, the possibility of an actide
doubled!

What can we, as motorcyclists and drivers as well,ad
to overcome this problem and remain safe on the ras?

STAY ALERT Do not day dream. Keep your mind ot
what you are doing!

DO NOT BECOME DISTRACTED yourself.

Keep your eyes on the road.

Leave the radio controls alone. The highway isthet
time to figure how to receive your favorite station

Do not become fascinated by the GPS. It's not a 1
movie.

Keep sightseeing to a minimum especially in traffic
Do not ride if you are sleepy! Stop, get off thikeband
walk around a bit. Spending a night in a motel icn
better than spending a night or a month in a hakpit
OBSERVE TRAFFIC around you. If you see
distracted driver, such as one on a cell phone,em
away from them. Slow down; speed up, or change y
position in the lane. Give yourself extra spaceuad
distracted drivers.

Above all elseADOPT A DEFENSIVE RIDING
STRATEGY.

SCAN your path of travel. That includes looking far
distracted drivers.
ANTICIPATE what that driver could do to put you if
harms way.

Be prepared t&REACT when, not if, that driver pulls
that bone-headed stunt.

Finally, if you find that you are being contaily
surprised by the actions of other motorists onhigiaway,
then you are probably NOT paying enough attentitaiiew
you're riding. Be careful, it's a dangerous world there!
