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 On Saturday March 30th we awoke 
around 7 AM, the sun was shinning 
at 5711 Arrowleaf Drive, and the 
temperature was a chilly 21 degrees.  
The meteorologists were predicting 
the temperature was to get to the mid 
60’s.   Approximately 8 am the tele-
phone rang and the caller ID dis-
played Partner’s House.   They were 
calling to let us (actually to rub it in) 
that they were taking the motorcycle 
(yes the Yellow Goldwing) and rid-
ing to Salida, Colorado for lunch. 
 
 At 10 am John & I showed up in the tan Nissan Frontier to 
follow them to Salida, but they were actually waiting for  
another couple to show up.   So, about 5 minutes later here 

comes not one 
but 2 more Yel-
low Goldwings 
down Brittany 
Circle.   This was 
Tom and Monica 
Harder, they are 
Colorado Chapter 
I’s Chapter Direc-
tors.  Yes, they 
each own their 
own Wing.   So, 

everyone loaded up on the bikes and John & I got comfort-
able in the truck.  We had a hand CB and turned it on, and 
went to channel 14.    
 
 Bruce was leading the 
ride, and keyed in and 
asked if everyone was 
ready to go.  So off we 
went, we headed out of 
his development and 
headed for I-25 and 
headed south until we 
came to Route 115.   
This route took us by 
Fort Carson; this is one of the largest Army bases in Colo-
rado Springs.    We were on this road for approx 45 miles 
and we were heading south.  How did I know this, no I did 
not have a GPS telling me.   The trick to know which way 
you are driving out here is, around the I-25 corridor, the 
mountains will always be in the west, if you are going north 
they will be on the left side of you and if you are going south 
then they will be on right side.   So, when I looked to the 
right I saw the mountains.   While we were on this stretch of 
road, we saw the exit ramp for Cheyenne Mountain and 

NORAD, boy was there a lot of warning 
signs around that exit.   I don’t think I 
want to get off there by accident, who 
knows what might happen to you or 
where you would end up.  We continued 
down Route 115 until we reached the 
town called Penrose, this is where we ex-
ited off on Route 50 west and headed for 
Canon City.  It was approximately 17 
miles to this town. 
 
 Canon City is the site for this year’s 
Colorado District Rally in the middle of 

August; it is to be held at the Abby.   We took a butt break at 
McDonald’s; yes sitting in those truck seats was a little hard 
on John & I.  Part of the way to Canon City, John looked at 
me and said that we should have brought our yellow helmets 
and wore them while we were riding in the truck that way 
people would have 
known that we were 
with group on the 
bikes.   After a potty 
break and stretching 
the legs for a bit, we 
loaded back up and 
continued on Route 50 
through town.   Once 
on the other end of 
town, the roads opened 
up again the speed limit raised to 65 miles an hour.   We 
continued out through the mountains until we came to Park-
dale, then we started to descend down into the Big Sheep 
Horn Cannon.  This road is a motorcyclist dream road, there 
are a lot of curves and you are running along the Arkansas 
River.  We did spot Big Horn Sheep up on the rocks on the 
side of the mountains, along with some down at the river 
and on the railroad tracks that runs along the river.  It is 
about 46 miles from Canon City to Salida, the views along 
this route are just breath taking.   The mountains tops were 
covered with snow, but where we were, the sun was shining 
and the temp’s were in the 50’s.  If you look at this route on 
a map, you will see that this is listed as a scenic highway.   
 
 We pulled into Salida (2.5 hours later) for some lunch at 
Country Bounty Restaurant and Gift Shop.   This place is 
known for it Cobbler and a lot of the chapter members for 
Chapter I, just ride here for there cobbler.  But the scenery 
on the way is spectacular.   After eating our lunch of course 
we all got cobbler, except for one, they ordered Lemon Me-
ringue pie.  This piece of pie was 5 inches high and the me-
ringue was a least 3 inches of it.  They had, blackberry, 
peach or strawberry-rhubarb cobbler, and you could order it 
plain, with ice cream or with real cream.   Boy was that cob-
